VEGETATION BRIEFING 

Lori Lopez, Director of Technical Services Distribution, briefed the Committee on the tree trimming policies which are often 
discussed at neighborhood meetings.  CPS Energy operates a year-round vegetation management program to maintain 8,500 
miles of transmission and distribution electric circuits.  Key takeaways included: 

• CPS Energy utilizes LiDAR data with our geographical information system (GIS) to identify vegetation encroachment and 
tree density within our electrical distribution. 

• CPS Energy also provides customer communication for tree trimming services in the area. Customers receive door 
hangers, a phone call to answer questions, and a courtesy notification when work begins. 

• For reliability, the distribution trim procedure calls for a 10' clearance. We regularly remove tree limbs and vines near our 
poles and lines to improve safety and reduce outages. Emergency trimming is also necessary due to outages, fire 
mitigation, and customer safety. 

• Typical tree trimming for electric distribution lines vary depending on clearance needs, species, and tree growth.  CPS 
Energy works with developers to minimize obstructions to existing trees and suggests planting “the right tree in the right 
place.” 

• To de-energize the lines, customers or their representatives trimming near a power or service line should phone 
210.353.2222. 

• CPS Energy has approximately 55-60 vendor crews working within the service area. Our current partners are required to 
have an Arborist on staff, follow Oak Wilt ordinances, and be line-clearance certified.
