Electric Transmission Texas (ETT) and CPS Energy are jointly developing plans to build a 138-kilovolt transmission line in portions of Medina, Atascosa, and Bexar Counties, Texas.  This new power line will connect the existing American Electric Power (AEP) Lytle Substation, located off County Road 6712 in Medina County, to CPS Energy’s Lytle Substation, located on Farm-to-Market (FM) 2790 on the Bexar/Atascosa county line north of Lytle, Texas.





The project team will present the recommended route for the line to the CPS Energy Board of Trustees at the Board’s regularly scheduled meeting, which is open to the public.
